Formed over the course of millions of years, the lime-
stone stacks off the coast of Port Campbell National
Park known as the Twelve Apostles are a sight not to
miss when visiting Victoria. The drive from Melbourne
is an event unto itself as you take in the mind-blowing
continuous coastline of the Great Ocean Road.

The seven stacks (originally eight but never actually
twelve) naturally eroded by the waves crashing against
the cliffs over many years, forming caves which even-
tually collapsed, leaving only the limestone formations
seen today.
